Something was outside which my senses brought to me and to which my mind 

contributed something else and the combination of these two is the chair. That which existed eternally, independent of 

the senses and of the intellect, was the Lord Himself. Upon Him the senses are painting chairs and tables and rooms 

and houses and worlds and moons and suns and stars and everything else. How is it, then, that we all see this same 

chair, that we are all alike painting these various things on the Lord, on this Existence, Knowledge and Bliss? It need 

not be that all paint the same way, but those who paint the same way are on the same plane of existence and therefore 

they see one another's paintings as well as one another. There may be millions of beings between you and me who do 

not paint the Lord in the same way and them and their paintings we do not see. “
